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Sometimes just going to a web site allows a virus to be transferred in spite of having anti-virus software. The 

anti-virus software assumes that by going to that website or clicking onto the link to that website you are 

authorizing the virus instructions to be downloaded to your computer. That is how anti-virus software is 

circumvented. Many times the first thing that the virus does is shut down the virus protection. There are some 

virus programs that try to gather data (browsing habits) so that they can send spam to your computer. Once they 

have your e-mail they can send all kinds of spam for any product. Some companies will sell e-mail addresses 

they have collected and this is another source of spam. A good resource for free anti-virus software is
