Old Business: 

· 1683 & 1695 Lake Road – Pinkney (Done)

· Glass Gallery – Rt.104 (Done)
· Brookwoods Country Club- Mr. Pevear will be meeting with Mr. Cox on December 17, 2008 to look at the situation. 
· Ontario Drive Outfalls- Mr. Lambino’s permits have been approved by the DEC and ACOE. The engineers at MRB Group are working on plans.  Mr. Lowenguth- Permit applications have been sent in.
· Berg Road & County Line – The pipe is collapsed and options are being looking at for replacement. Mr. Peets and Mr. Santangelo are getting information regarding an epoxy pipe lining. This is an expandable bladder that is impregnated with an epoxy. When the epoxy hardens, you remove the air and your pipe is fixed. 
New Business: 

· 2140 Parrini Drive –The resident has requested that council come in and fill and pipe the swale on here property. Council discussed and has reviewed the proposed project, and it was concluded that WMAC would send a letter to the resident that there was nothing that could be done by the council.
· Ontario – Wayne Stormwater Coalition - Mr. Switzer and Mr. Peets will be attending the meeting on December 17, 2009 in Victor. 
· 7260 Cherry Tree – Weingartner – Mr. Weingartner requested that the council clean out the drainage swale that runs along his property. This project is scheduled for summer 2009. 
· Deer Creek – Beaver Dams, Smith@ 484 Lake Road - Mr. Santangelo explained to council members that there are beaver dams blocked the creek that runs through the property. As a result, neighbors down from there are getting water. Mr. Collins stated that he believed that there was a conservation easement on the property; he will get copies from Mrs. Luteyn the assessor. Mr. Williams will review the easements and advise the council.  
· 426 Ridge Road - Bianchi – Mr. Bianchi had approached Mr. Santangelo to state that he had given permission to the Webster Ridge Runners to install a pipe through an area of his property, as part of a trail. The pipe was not properly set and water was not flowing, and causing flooding to other neighbors.  Mr. Santangelo and Mr. Collins contacted the contractor who will be coming back into the property to fix the situation.
· 566 Route 104 – The swale that runs along the east side of the property is not draining correctly. The easements have been obtained and the project will be done soon. 

· Council discussed the length of terms for resident council members. Currently both Mr. Pevear and Mr. Stramonine expire on 12/31/09. It was suggested that Mr. Pevear stay at that and Mr. Stramonine be extended to 12/31/2010, so that their terms are staggered. This will be presented to the town board at their meeting on January 5, 2009.
· The calendar meeting dates were approved by council and will be sent to town hall for publication. 

· Mr. Collins was recommended to be Chairman for 2009. 

· Mr. Peets was recommended to fill the position left empty since the death of Mr. Wykle on the Watershed Council.
